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Bush’s Pledge To Cut Oil Imports Wrong, Says Advisors

WASHINGTON — In his sixth State of
the Union speech delivered Tuesday
night, President Bush didn’t mean to set
a goal to replace oil imports from the
Middle East with renewable energy
sources, according to White House ad-
visors.

When President Bush made headlines
by asserting that “America is addicted
to oil” and that he was calling to “break
this addiction,” Energy Secretary
Samuel Bodman said that in reality,
“[t]his was purely an example.”

Apparently, instead of replacing “more
than 75 percent of our oil imports from

MLK’s Wife Dies At 78

ATLANTA — Civil rights leader
Coretta Scott King, 78, died in her sleep
Tuesday, Jan. 31, at a clinic in Mexico,
according to her family.

King, known as the “first lady of the
civil rights movement,” had been battling
complications for a stroke and heart at-
tack that occurred last August. Doctors
in Mexico noted that she had advanced
ovarian cancer. Her cause of death was
respiratory failure, doctors said.

King’s body was to be taken back to
Atlanta. Georgia Gov. Sonny Perdue said
he would allow her body to lie in repose
at the state capitol.

King was the wife of the late Rev. Mar-
tin Luther King Jr. She carried on her
husband’s example of brotherhood and
nonviolence after he was assassinated in
Memphis, Tenn., on April 4, 1968.

“I’'m more determined than ever that
my husband’s dream will become a real-
ity,” said the young widow after her
husband’s death.

In 1969, King founded the Martin
Luther King Jr. Center for Nonviolent
Social Change in Atlanta to fight against
hunger, unemployment, and racism. The
future of the Center is currently in ques-
tion as King’s four children remain split
on whether to sell it to the National Park
Service.

Tributes were paid to King in Atlanta
following news of her death. A moment
of silence recognized her at the capitol
where flags were flown at half-staff. Flow-
ers were laid at her husband’s tomb.

From Washington, President Bush
praised King as “a remarkable and cou-
rageous woman and a great civil rights
leader.”

The Rev. Jesse Jackson, who was there
when King’s husband was assassinated,
referred to her as “freedom fighter.”

“Like all great champions she learned
to function with pain and keep serving,”
ge said. “She kept marching. She did not

Because oil is a publicly-traded com-
modity and difficult to trace to a single
region, the U.S. would inevitably import
oil from the Middle East in the future,
said the advisors.

A White House official told Knight
Ridder newspapers on a condition of ano-
nymity that Bush spoke about “the
Middle East” in order to explain himself
so that “every American sitting out there
listening to the speech understands.”

The U.S. receives about 60 percent of
its oil from foreign countries. Less than
20 percent of the total U.S. daily imports
0f 10.062 million barrels came from Saudi
Arabia, Kuwait, and Iraq through all but
one month last year.

However, the Bush administration es-
timates that the total daily U.S. oil de-
mand could be cut in half through new
technology alternatives.

Still, some energy experts are ex-
tremely skeptical that Bush and this cur-
rent Congress would allow a radical shift
in energy sources.

“[Alsking George Bush to tackle en-
ergy independence is like asking Jack
Abramoff to tackle corruption,” said
Steve Kretzmann, Executive Director
of Oil Change International, to Democ-
racy Now. “This is a man who has actu-
ally received more campaign
contributions from the oil and gas in-
dustry over his career than has any
other politician operating in the United
States today, and it’s worth noting that
number three on that list is Tom
DeLay.”

Texas-based Exxon Mobil posted the
world’s biggest ever profit last year with
about $32 billion, shattering its previous
world-record margin of $25 billion.
Briton’s Shell racked up about $23 bil-
lion this last year, up from a profit of
$17.6 billion the year before.

Kretzmann said his group is calling
for “a separation of oil and state”
through the electoral process.

“We need politicians to stop being
in the pockets of the oil industry. We
need to stop seeing big corporate
giveaways to the industry,” he said. “I
mean, here we have the most profit-
able industry in the United States, the
most profitable corporation,
ExxonMobil, and yet this fall, the Con-
gress, at the urging of the President,
just passed the new energy bill which
gives away four billion more of our tax
dollars to the oil and gas industry.
When is this going to stop?”

Last November, Congress forced
American oil firms to justify their boom-
ing third-quarter profits, but the firms
escaped a threat of wind-fall taxation.

Interview With

Scott Camil

FORT WORTH — Sgt. Scott Camil isn’t the type to run

from a fight.

But while some fights come and go, one battle has stayed
with him since he returned from serving in the Marine

Corps during the Vietnam War.

After a recent showing of a documentary about the Win-
ter Soldier Investigation, Sgt. Camil, 59, struggled to retell
the story of how his best friend, Terry, and five others died
when the artillery base they were guarding was attacked
by Viet Cong soldiers on the night of April 17, 1966.

“The camp was destroyed,” said Sgt. Camil, the former
artillery forward observer. “The next morning, when the
reinforcements came, I got out of my hole. There were dead
people all over. I thought, ‘Wow, this war stuff isn’t as much

)

fun as I thought it was going to be.

When Sgt. Camil saw the dead body of his friend, he came
to a realization: “There’s people here whose job it is to kill
me, and they’re allowed to do that. If I screw up, I don’t get
a time out or a second chance. This war stuff is real seri-

ous.”

Camil said that he then vowed to make the Viet Cong pay
for the attack, and from that day on, the war was about sur-
vival, not fighting communism or defending democracy.

Long after he returned from Vietnam, Camil was invited
to participate in the three days of the Winter Soldier Inves-
tigation, Jan. 31-Feb. 2, 1971, at a Howard Johnson motel in
Detroit. With support from Jane Fonda and Mark Lane, over
125 veterans spoke of atrocities they had witnessed and

committed in Vietnam.

Also there, filmmakers using black-and-white film stock

donated by a porno film company inter-
viewed him and others for a 95-minute
documentary about the investigation.
Due to marketing and distribution diffi-
culties, however, the film’s first release
was limited to New York City, San Fran-
cisco, and most of Europe. Years later,
the film received a much wider second
run by a different company during the
Iraq War <www.wintersoldierfilm.com>.

Because of those three days in Detroit,
Camil went on help organize chapters for
the national anti-war organization called
Vietnam Veterans Against The War.
Camil is now serving with Veterans for
Peace, Veterans Called To Conscience,
the G.I. Rights Hotline, the Sierra Club,
and an agent for several political candi-
dates in Florida.

During the 2004 presidential election,
Camil campaigned for fellow former-
VVAW member Sen. John Kerry, and suf-
fered vicious attacks from the Swift Boat
Veterans for Truth.

Diebenow spoke on the phone with Camil
prior to the showing of Winter Soldier at
1919 Hemphill, a non-profit venue near
downtown Fort Worth.

ICONOCLAST: What’s it like to live
ivfith the Vietnam War every day of your

ife?

SCOTT CAMIL: Well, I think for me it
defines who I am, and the experience I
had in Vietnam was so overwhelming,
like I think war itself is an overwhelming
experience, and I don’t really see how
anybody could come back from being in
awar, a situation in Vietnam or anywhere
else, and have that not become a very
large part of who they now are.

ICONOCLAST: From what I under-
stand, your whole experience through
the Winter Soldier Investigation totally
changed your outlook on war and govern-
ment. How quickly was the transition for
you?

CAMIL: For me, it took time. It started

when I was in Vietnam, and there were
things that didn’t make sense to me, but
Ithought that people in charge, they had
all been to college. They had access to
information I don’t have, and maybe this
fuck up they’re doing with us over here
is a distraction, so they can do something
more important somewhere else. You
tend to have faith in them. So I accepted
all the stuff that we did, and now when I
think of it, I wonder how I could have been
SO naive.

I also think of the guys in Iraq right now
and Afghanistan because it’s just the
same thing. The idea of going to battle to
secure a piece of land, and then after
you’ve secured the piece of land, you
leave. And then you leave and it becomes
the property of others. And you come
back to secure that land again. You keep
losing men securing the same piece of
land. You’re always surrounded, and it
doesn’t seem like you're accomplishing
anything. That didn’t make sense to me

in Vietnam, and it doesn’t make sense to
me now.

Then when I came home from Viet-
nam, seeing on newspapers and TV what
the government was saying about the war
wasn’t really the truth, but then again,
they’re government. They know what’s
going on. Who am I to question anything?
And Ididn’t recognize my right and more
importantly my responsibility as a citizen
in a democracy to do something about it
if I thought something was wrong.

When I came home from Vietnam, it
was really a time for me to catch up with
my friends who didn’t go into the service.
They were married. They had families.
They had jobs. I was four years behind,
and I wanted to have fun, and in Vietnam,
one of the things I learned was that life is
fleeting. You could be alive one second
and dead the next second, so when I
came home with that in mind, I spent a

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lot of time having fun because I might
be dead tomorrow. I didn’t really think
about where I had just been. I kept think-
ing about enjoying life all I can.

When I went to college, we read
Howard Zinn’s The People’s History of
the United States, and that all of a sud-
den changed my perspective on stuff. It
wasn’t until I had gotten to Winter Sol-
dier that all those little pieces of infor-
mation came into a picture I could
recognize and get direction from. It was
really the questions asked of me by the
filmmakers. Nobody had ever sat me
down and asked me questions before and
made me think about the things that I
had done and why I had done them and
made me introspective. The filmmakers
did that and that really changed who I
was.

When that three days of Winter Soldier
was over I saw a clear picture that said
the Vietnam War was wrong. I saw a clear
picture that war is the largest of all hu-
man rights violations. When you nit-pick
about whether women were raped or
children were killed, that’s really nit-pick-
ing because these other behaviors are a
part of this really bad thing, this institu-
tion called war. So it changed what I was
going to do with the rest of my life and
how I viewed things. I committed myself
at that time to work against the war.

ICONOCLAST: One of the things I find
parallel among Howard Zinn’s take on
the Civil War and Jane Fonda’s under-
standing of the Vietnam War was that the
soldiers have to tell people about what
they have seen, and it’s only the soldiers’
families and the soldiers themselves that
can put an end to the war. Was that some-
thing that was going through your mind
at the time of Winter Soldier?

CAMIL: That’s 100 percent true. It was
actually Jane Fonda coming to the Uni-
versity of Florida and speaking that got
me to do the first thing that I did, which
was go up to the front and talk to them
about Vietnam and agree to go to Winter
Soldier.

Basically what she said when she
spoke here was in order for democracy
to function, the public had to have access
to the truth. They did not have access to
the truth about Vietnam, and that it was
the duty of patriotic American veterans
who had been to Vietnam to tell the pub-
lic what was being done with their money.

I think the biggest flaw in my under-
standing was when you come back from
spending 20 months doing something,
you know what that is and you just as-
sume that everybody knows what it is,
too. And I didn’t realize that I had infor-
mation that people didn’t know and that
furthermore was extremely important
information that they needed to know. It
wasn’t until I heard Jane Fonda speak at
the University of Florida that I made that
connection. She made that connection for
me.

ICONOCLAST: My next question has
to do with tactics and stopping a system
that is doing something wrong. You pro-
posed assassinating senators who sup-
ported the Vietnam War and then you
were targeted for assassination by the
FBI and survived. Can you talk about
what went through your mind during that
time before and after the assassination
attempt on you?

CAMIL: To start with, the information
about me proposing to assassinate sena-
tors is a little bit not correct. I'm going to
get it specific for you. My plan was to kill
the hawks in Congress. That was con-
gressmen and senators, and they were
defined by the term hawk. I never issued
any name of specific people and I didn’t
target just senators.

What I said was if we are willing to go
halfway around the world and put our
lives on the line to protect the Constitu-
tion, why should it matter who it is that
is trying to hurt the Constitution? If we
can go halfway around the world to fight
Communists because they want to de-
stroy our way of life and our Constitution,
then shouldn’t we be willing to risk our
lives right here in our own country de-
fending those same rights and the same
Constitution?

The public is against this war. The gov-
ernment is not listening to the public. The
highest authority in a democracy is the
public. It’s us. It’s not the Supreme Court.
It’s not the Congress. It’s not the Presi-
dent. They are public servants for me. It
is my duty as a citizen of this democracy
to put them in check, to make sure they
are doing what they are supposed to be
doing, and when they are not doing what
they are supposed to be doing, it is my
responsibility to do something about it
because those things were being done in
my name with my money.

So we the people are the ultimate au-
thority, and when the government is out
of control, we use the minimum amount
of force to change that. That’s where I
was coming from. Let me also just men-
tion further about that. I recognize that
not only was the war in Vietnam crimi-
nal, but the government was murdering
blacks in the United States. They were
killing people in the American Indian
movement. They killed people at Kent
State. My government was criminally out
of control, murdering people around the
world and murdering its own citizens and
it was the responsibility of those citizens
in the democracy to stop it.

The final thing is after spending 20
months in Vietnam as a Marine Corps
Sergeant, my experience and method of
conflict resolution was as a Marine Ser-
geant. It was my training and my experi-
ence that led me to the conclusion that
this is how to solve the problem—turn-
ing the guns around, if you will.

ICONOCLAST: I see. I see. Your 20
months in Vietnam led you to conclude
violence was a solution.

CAMIL: That’s what you do. In Viet-
nam, we’re dicking around. We’re not kill-
ing the head of the snake. We’re fucking

around with the tail. We’re never going
to get this thing over. If you want to deal
with the enemy, you go and cut its head
off. That’s where I was coming from,
thinking as a Marine Sergeant how am I
going to solve this problem. What is my
experience in problem solving? My ex-
perience in problem solving was Viet-
nam.

ICONOCLAST: And when you were
targeted by the FBI, what was going
through your head then?

CAMIL: I didn’t really know that I was
targeted as such. I knew the government
was capable of murdering its own citi-
zens, and I knew they were after me. I'm
a — I don’t know what word to use —
strange or different. The person I am —
when I go out to cut my yard, I’ll spend a
couple of hours cutting the yard and it’ll
be done and then I’ll stand back and look
at it. It’ll look great. It’ll make me feel
good inside. It gives me positive rein-
forcement. A positive reinforcements is
psychologically important, so when
you’re working against something like a
war, you spend two hours, you spend two
days, you spend two weeks, you spend
two years, the thing is still going on and
you don’t get that positive reinforcement
that acts like a fuel to keep you going.

For me, every time the government
came after me, that was my positive re-
inforcements. I felt that if I wasn’t being
effective, they wouldn’t give a shit about
me. The fact that they’ve come after me
so hard means that what I'm doing is
right. 'm striking a chord. 'm on the
right trail here. I don’t think they — the
government — recognized that. So the
more they came after me, the stronger I
felt. I felt I must be doing something
right; otherwise, they wouldn’t give a shit.

ICONOCLAST: Was this a
COINTELPRO kind of thing coming af-
ter you?

CAMIL: Well, what I really know be-
cause I was never in any meetings with
them or anything, the government never
admitted to any of this stuff. Like, basi-
cally, the government would still say I
was a citizen committing criminal acts
and they were doing their job. But I know
that my mail was intercepted. I know my
phone was tapped. I know they went to
visit my parents. I know they went to visit

my parents’ employers. I know they vis-
ited my friends’ families, the employers
of friends. They did a lot of stuff. They
went to the University of Florida where I
was a student. They tried to get my kicked
out of school. I mean, the FBI was all over
my ass, and so I knew that was happen-
ing, and I just figured I was doing good
work.

ICONOCLAST: Let me understand this
for a second. You're the type of person
who isn’t one to run from a fight. You’re
not the type of person who would go “un-
derground.” You're willing to stand up
because that’s the kind of person you be-
came in those 20 months in Vietnam as
well as what you were growing up with.

CAMIL: That’s correct. I'm the kind of
person that would voluntarily enlist in the
Marine Corps during a time of war and
would request, as soon as I got there, go
to Vietnam, would go to Vietnam, get
wounded, and request to stay there, get
wounded again. That kind of person is not
going to run or hide.

ICONOCLAST: Since then, 30-40 years
ago, have your feelings changed with
fighting evil with violence? Evil institu-
tions with violence?

CAMIL: Yes and no. This is a really
hard question because to start with 'm
not God. I don’t have the answer to ev-
erything. I don’t know how to fix every-
thing. I just do the best I can with what
I've got. Sometimes there is a difference
of opinion between what I believe philo-
sophically and what I may think are the
options I have.

When I was in the Marine Corps after
Vietnam, I was in charge of riot control
for the 10th Marine Regiment. I was
NCOIC in charge of riot control for the
10th Marine Regiment, and in that riot
control training, one of the things that
you’re taught is that you use the mini-
mum amount of force necessary to pro-
tect lives and property. You're not the jury.
You don’t take the people that you're try-
ing to control and box them in. You have
to leave them an avenue of escape. If you
box them in, they will be forced to fight.
We don’t want to fight. We want to diffuse
the situation, so I still feel that way.

I believe I have the right to self-de-
fense. If you hit me, I’'m not going to turn
the other cheek. I'm going to hit you back,
but I think that is uncivilized behavior. I
don’t really know how else to make you
stop hitting me. I'm going to hit you back,
even though I believe that using violence
to solve your problems is uncivilized. I
don’t know if that answers your question.
It’s a dilemma for me. I would not choose
a way to solve a problem by picking up
guns and going to kill someone. But if you
came into my house with some guns to
try to kill me, I would shoot back at you. I
don’t know if that helps you at all.

ICONOCLAST: Well, on a side note, I'm
struggling with that myself in terms of my
own — I don’t know how to put it. I guess.
Theological studies. I'm interested in, for
example, Walter Wink. I don’t know if
you’ve heard of Walter Wink. He looks at
the “turn the other cheek” passage in the
New Testament and sees three examples
of resistance that are subversive ways to
fight evil without violence.

The three examples are meant to teach
potential resistors how to mock their op-
pressors’ violent tactics while at the same
time raising themselves as equals. Wink
says that the verse “resist not evil” was
mistranslated and actually means “resist
not evil with violence.” Jesus was not a
pussy. He was all about standing up for
your humanity, but he didn’t encourage
doing it violently.

CAMIL: When you talk about fighting

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evil with violence, to me violence is evil.
And it bothers me that deep down inside
of me, I have that reactionary person, and
I work hard to be a peaceful person.

ICONOCLAST: My struggle is to try to
be that person who stands up to oppres-
sion without doing it violently.

CAMIL: One of the problems with it is
you have to think about the spin of things,
if you will. Even if you justifiably use vio-
lence to protect yourself or for some rea-
son you can justify it to yourself, the
government and the media are going to
paint it differently. They’re going to use
that to discredit what you're fighting for,
so it’s really important that the actions
that you do to win people over to your side
politically, to get them to do something,
that you don’t give the other side ammu-
nition against you.

ICONOCLAST: Those were the ex-
amples in the passage in the Bible. It’s
all about using the social moray against
the oppressor. It’s like using their rules
against them.

CAMIL: Or turning the guns around.
AndIbelieve that totally, but let’s just say
that for example, I'm in Crawford, Texas
with Cindy Sheehan. Some people who
are for the war come, and they just grab
her and throw her to the ground and start
kicking her. What am I going to do? I'm
going to fight. That’s just clear and
simple. I might not like what I've done
when it’s over, but I wouldn’t know what
else to do. ’'m not going to say, “Please
don’t hit her.” But there’s going to come
a point as soon as their hands get on her,
my hands are going to go on them. That
disturbs me that I haven’t figured out or
learned after all these years doing this
peace work a different way to deal with
that kind of situation. I guess I don’t know
what else I would do.

ICONOCLAST: Because this whole
“fight and flight” thing is that reptilian
part of us and I don’t, either. The only
thing I can say right now is that, well, it’s
a military thing: “the target determines
the weapons.” Depending on the situa-
tion, you take an action to get a reaction.

CAMIL: The other part that makes it
hard for me is when I look at the big pic-
ture. I was once one of those guys, one of
those right-wing close-minded violent
kind of people. When I first came home
from Vietnam, I used to pick fights with
anti-war people. I hated them. I thought
they were unpatriotic. I thought they
didn’t know what they were talking about.
I thought they were cowards. I thought
they were communist sympathizers and
I thought I had the right to kick their
fucking ass.

I changed through education, so to me
the fact that I was able to change means
that you can take hard-lined people, and
with the right information and tactics,
you can win them over. That’s a very
strong understanding that there’s no-
body that can’t be won over because I
don’t think there was anybody further to
the right than me. I voted for George
Wallace in 1968 when I was in the Marine
Corps. I thought that Wallace would take
care of the black problem and that
LeMay would take care of the yellow
problem. That’s pretty far out there. But
through education and understanding, I
matured and my position changed. So to
me, if I can change my position, other
people can be changed too. I just haven’t
found the key to doing that.

Iwould say that the biggest hole in this
argument that I just made to you is that
I’m in touch with many of the guys I was
with in Vietnam. I went to a reunion be-
cause I was one of the guys in the unit
early, and because of my ruthlessness, I
had a reputation, so guys would look up

to me. At the reunion, they were unhappy
with me because of my anti-war work
against the Vietnam War. There was a
lieutenant there, and he said to me in
front of everybody, “Sgt. Camil, you’ve
done a disservice to the country and a
disservice to the Marine Corps, and
you’ve done a disservice to the men of
our unit.”

That made me feel really bad, but this
guy was sitting a wheelchair, and when I
got wounded on Feb. 18, 1967, which was
the first time I got wounded, on that day
he was also wounded, and he lost both of
his legs. He lost 10 percent of his men,
and we Kkilled 292 men, women, and chil-
dren. We just wiped them out. And he
said to me at the reunion, “Sgt. Camil,
they got what they deserved.”

I felt sorry for him because here he is
disabled in the wheelchair. Can’t have
sex. Can’t walk. Can’t play volleyball. And
wouldn’t I be bitter if I was him? I felt
really bad because he was upset with me,
but my reputation was as such that they
made me a moderator for the 1st Marine
Battalion listserv. Then when this war
started cooking up, I started posting stuff
saying that this was bullshit. People got
really mad at me, and they kicked me off
as moderator. They kicked me out of the
fucking listserv, so now I'm not even wel-
come at reunions anymore.

These guys are guys that know me.
What really gets me is the fact that they
saw the same stuff I saw in Vietnam, and
I came back and that stuff made me not
like war. And they came back and now

I don’t
have any understanding of how that could
be possible. I would never want my chil-
dren to experience war. I experienced it.
I didn’t like it. I don’t want my children to
experience it.

And that means, if I don’t want my kids
to experience it, I don’t want your kids to
experience it, either. I can’t grasp how
come the majority of the people who I'm
in touch with in from the Vietnam War
think the Vietnam War was right, what
we’re doing in Iraq is right, and are proud
to send their kids into that fucking ma-
chine. I don’t get it. I really have a hard
time understanding how that could be
possible.

ICONOCLAST: But those kids that are
going and do have problems with the mili-
tary, you're there to help them, right?

CAMIL: Well, ’'m a counselor for the
GI Rights Hotline. So, of course, we take
lots of calls. It bugs me that I get a pic-
ture of things that the public doesn’t see,
but because the way our group works, I
can’t have a press conference and tell the
press, “Hey, they’re doing this. They’re
doing that.”

But there’s so much stuff going on that
— they’re treating these guys so bad, it’s
incredible. In some ways, things are good
for them. They get better food than we
had. They have better equipment than we
had, but recruiters are still lying their
fucking asses off to get guys in. The mili-
tary is breaking their promises with guys,
and the military is really sticking it to
them in a very dishonest way. I feel bad
for these guys.

One of the guys who I counseled who
was in the Marine Corps just got out on a
medical discharge. He is now getting
ready to go to Iraq working for Blackwa-
ter, and he said, “Where else can I earn
$18,000 a month and not have to worry
about paying for taxes?” He doesn’t even
believe in the fucking war. He’s doing it
for the job. And to him, he had to do it
before for a lot less money. And he
couldn’t quit when he wanted to. Now he
can quit when he wants to. And he’s get-
ting paid a lot more to do the same stuff.
And here’s a guy who I counseled and
helped him get out of the service and now
he has put himself right back in that po-
sition.

It’s complicated. I have strong feelings
about this idea about supporting the
troops, and what happens in that it is the
truth when Bush says, “If you speak
against the war, you give moral support
to the enemy.” That’s the truth. But the
fact of the matter is when the war is
wrong, it’s your duty to speak against the
war. You don’t support troops by sending
them somewhere to risk their life and
limb for something that is unnecessary.

When a person joins the military, he
has this belief that the government is
going to be responsible with him, and
that’s not the case. The government is
not being responsible with these people
who are going into the military. War is
really a failure of diplomacy. War is a
criminal act. It’s a human rights violation,
and it’s just organized murder. I don’t
even have the understanding why war
can be acceptable as a means of conflict
resolution.

I’'m on the Sierra Club executive com-
mittee. We went to court to stop a cement
plant from being built in the city next to
our city because we didn’t want the fall-
out from the smokestacks from the plant.
We lost, so we didn’t grab our guns out of
our closets and go to this other city to
shoot the place up. There was a civilized
process. We entered that civilized pro

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Connecticut Fights ‘No Child Left Behind’ In Court

NEW HAVEN, Conn. — The state of
Connecticut said during a court hearing
last week that because “No Child Left
Behind” is an unfunded policy mandate,
it will eventually dumb down tests in pub-
lic schools.

Attorney General Richard Blumenthal
explained to the U.S. District Court in
New Haven that since federal funding left
Connecticut $41.6 million short to com-
ply with the law, school districts around

Patriot Act Good For

Five More Weeks

WASHINGTON — Congress last week
extended the Patriot Act for another five
weeks to give more time to Senate nego-
tiators and the White House to compro-
mise on new protections for civil
liberties.

Democrats and a few Senate Republi-
cans want to establish an appeals system
for banks, libraries, and Internet service
providers when the FBI demands for
their clients’ personal and financial
records.

Sen. Russell Feingold (D-Wis.) cast the
only vote against breathing new life into
the 16 provisions that were to have ex-
pired on Dec. 31, 2005. No votes were cast
by Sens. Jeff Bingaman (D-N.M.),
Conrad Burns (R-Mont.), Pete Domenici
(R-N.M.), and Trent Lott (R-Miss.).

The last vote on the Patriot act, which
would have made most of the expiring
provisions permanent, was blocked due
to worries over the extent of police privi-
leges.

the state would have to use multiple
choice tests instead of more expensive
written tests that better challenge stu-
dents.

“There is always the option of dumbing
down the test to the point that would be
inadequate, and we are not willing to do
that,” Blumenthal said. “We’re left with
no choice but to either defy the statute

WASHINGTON — Capitol Hill Blue
reported last week that some White
House emails from 2003 were not
archived and therefore are unable for
use in the investigation into the leak
of the name of covert CIA agent Valerie
Plame.

The revelation came after the spe-

Libby was accused of withholding evi-
dence Libby’s lawyers say they need
to prepare for the trial which is set for
January 2007.

cess. We didn’t get our way, but be-
cause we are civilized, we agreed to abide
by the civilized decision that was
reached.

Right now the State of Florida, where
Ilive, is in court and is suing the State of
Georgia and claims that Georgia is tak-
ing too much water from the river and
diverting it to Atlanta and we’re not get-
ting our share of the water. We don’t take
the Florida National Guard and go up
there and blow up the fucking dikes to
get the water to flow the way we want.
There’s a civilized process. The State of
Florida may win and it may lose, but it
will live with that decision because we’re
civilized.

I don’t understand why when it’s one
nation versus another nation, it’s okay to
bomb homes, to bomb schools, to bomb
infrastructure, to kill innocent civilians,
call them “collateral damage” and just
try to beat people into submission by
making the price they have to pay for that
different opinion more than they can af-
ford. That price is the death of their fami-
lies. Why is that acceptable? I don’t even
get that.

And then you talk about rules of war.
The idea of rules is that rules imply some
kind of civilized process. As soon as you
allow the murder of each other to solve
the rules, people are going to do what is
necessary to stay alive. There’s no ref-
erees in war walking around throwing
flags when you don’t do stuff right. As
soon as you realize that life is on the line,
it becomes about survival. Politics are
gone. It’s about survival. Kill them before
they kill us. Protect me. Protect my men.
I don’t understand the idea that the pub-
lic has that this is civilized. If you have
the ability to abide by the rules, the first
rule is you can’t solve your problems by
murdering each other.

If you have this idea of what the
government’s idea is that because our
troops are in Iraq, you have to support
the policy in order to not give moral sup-
port to the enemy and hurt the troops, if
you allow that argument to stand, that
means anytime the government wants
support for policies regardless of how
wrong or criminal that policy is, all they
have to do is send the troops there first
and that automatically guarantees the
support. That is a terrible precedent.
There ought to be support for the policy
because the policy is right, not because
there are people’s lives on the line get-
ting support so you have to agree with
what’s going on. That’s just ridiculous.

ICONOCLAST: Well, switching gears
here, where do you stand on this idea of
mandatory public service for students
after high school?

CAMIL: I love that idea, and basically,
I would even support the draft. I worked
against the draft in Vietnam, and when I
was working against the draft, I thought
the Constitution says, “Neither slavery
nor involuntary servitude should exist
within the United States,” and the draft
is involuntary servitude. It was really
clear to me.

But people said, “Scott, you’re being so
short-sighted. If you have an all volunteer
army, then those people will be career
people, and they’re not going to say any-
thing bad about what’s going on. They’re
not going to tell the truth because they’re
not going to risk their careers. The pub-
lic is not going to be able to know the
truth about what’s going on. There’s go-
ing to be wars everywhere and the mili-
tary is just going to be a mercenary
force.” I said, “Oh, bullshit.” It turned out
that they were right.

So enlist everybody when they gradu-
ate high school to serve, whether it be in

the military, in the Peace Corps, Habitat
for Humanity, an emergency room down
the street, and people will pay more at-
tention to what the government is doing
because they would be an investment. It
would be their children. I wouldn’t allow
anyone to be left out for any reason.
There’s something that you can do for the
country, and I think that’s really impor-
tant.

I would support mandatory service.
They do it in Israel, and I would support
bringing in the draft, only so it would
force the American people to be more re-
sponsible for what this government is
going.

that students test in grades three, five,
and seven, but in Connecticut students
are tested in grades four, six and eight.

Police Apologize To
Sheehan, Rep.’s Wife

WASHINGTON — Capitol Police
apologized to anti-war activist Cindy
Sheehan and Beverly Young, wife of Rep.
C.W. “Bill” Young, R-Fla., for removing
them from President Bush’s State of the
Union address for donning T-shirts with
political messages.

A spokesman for the Capitol Police
said the department also intends to drop
amisdemeanor charge of “unlawful con-
duct” on Capitol grounds against
Sheehan.

Sheehan was taken away in handcuffs
from the visitors gallery last Tuesday
night. Young was, however, not arrested
because she left the gallery on her own
before Bush’s speech.

Sheehan’s T-shirt read, “2245 Dead.
How many more?” which refers to the
number of soldiers killed in Iraq. Young’s
shirt read, “Support the Troops — De-
fending Our Freedom.”

Bill Young said he was still upset by the
Capitol Police’s conduct toward his wife
and suggested the police officers take
“sensitivity training.”

Several law enforcement and congres-
sional officials noted that the two women
seemed to have violated unwritten cus-
toms associated with the annual address,
which is supposed to be a formal gather-
ing.

In years past, guests wearing shirts
appearing to espouse a political stance
have been asked to cover them up or re-
placed.

Rules of etiquette, such as prohibitions
from reading, smoking, eating, etc., are
normally written on gallery passes, but
such passes are not distributed during
the State of the Union address as it is
assumed attendees will behave appropri-
ately, said the Deputy House Sergeant at
Arms.

Sheehan For Senate?

While attending the World Social Fo-
rum in Venezuela with thousands of other
anti-war and anti-globalization activists,
Sheehan said she is thinking about chal-
lenging Sen. Dianne Feinstein in the
Democratic primary.

The challenge is intended as a protest
against the California lawmaker’s sup-
port for the war in Iraq, said Sheehan,
whose soldier/son Casey died in Iraq in
2004.

Feinstein’s campaign manager denied
that the senator supported the
president’s policies, yet believes that
ggxick troop withdrawal is not the right
idea.

TFU is advocating that Congress ex-
tend the 2002 Farm Bill for an additional
year to ensure the continuation of the
farm safety net and other vital farm bill
programs.

“Congress and the administration
continue to raid funding from farm bill
programs through the budget reconcili-
ation process, despite the fact that the
farm bill has actually saved the govern-
ment money.” Sims said. “Now is not the
time to allow Congress to start a new
farm bill from scratch that would jeop-
ardize programs that help keep us
afloat.”

Texas farmers and ranchers have also
been hit hard by hurricanes, drought and
wildfires, yet Congress has yet to help
local producers deal with these eco-
nomic losses through disaster assis-
tance. At its convention TFU urged
Congress and the president to provide
immediate and meaningful disaster as-
sistance to help rural community’s deal
with weather circumstances beyond
their control.

TFU also reiterated its position on
NAIS, opposing the U.S. Department of
Agriculture’s recent plans to make a pri-
vately controlled system. TFU wants to
ensure that any kind of system imple-
mented is maintained by a public agency.

Savings’ Rate Hits

‘Great Depression’ Lows

WASHINGTON — While digging deep
into their savings, American consumers
outspent their income growth in Decem-
ber, according to the Commerce Depart-
ment last week. The effect helped cause
the savings’ rate for all of 2005 to fall to
its lowest level since the Great Depres-
sion.

The Department’s figures indicate that
consumer spending increased by 0.9 per-
cent in December, while incomes only
saw a 0.4 percent rise. Thus to keep up
with spending, the savings’ rate fell into
negative territory at minus 0.5 percent,
the lowest annual savings rate since a
decline of 1.5 percent in 1933.

Consumers spent part of their savings
last year because the housing market,
among other things, gave them the illu-
sion of being wealthy. However, this mar-
ket is showing signs of cooling as
mortgage rates rise.

Never Leave: Iraqis

WASHINGTON — Most Iraqis think the
United States military will not entirely with-
draw from their country, but 35 percent of
them — mainly Sunni Arabs — think foreign
military forces should leave within six
months, according to a new survey.

Amajority of Iragis also believe if the forces
left, the impact would be positive, which anti-
war advocates have consistently said.

Sunnis are typically more skeptical of
the United States’ plans since the March
2003 invasion than the the Shi’a and
Kurds. Eighty-eight percent of the Sunni
community approves of “attacks on U.S.-
led forces” in Iraq, while 41 percent of
Shiites and 16 percent of Kurds agreed.

The Programme on International
Policy Attitudes (PIPA) at the University
of Maryland for WorldPublicOpinion.org
conducted this survey though face-to-
face interviews.

Mexican ‘Soldiers’
Cross In Hudspeth
County Again

EL PASO — Men appearing to be
Mexican soldiers carrying automatic
weapons crossed into the United
States through Hudspeth County,
east of El Paso, according to U.S. law
enforcement officers. The violation
of the international boundary by
Mexican military personnel marked
the second in two weeks.

This latest incident was reported
by a KFOX crew while talking to a
Hudspeth County sheriff’s deputy
about the last week’s boarder viola-
tion before sunset on Tuesday night.
During the interview, three men who
looked like soldiers entered the
United States but the Deputy and the
news crew immediately left the area
as the armed men attempted to flank
them..

The week prior, Hudspeth depu-
ties chased a caravan of three ve-
hicles on I-10. Though one vehicle
was captured, one escaped, and the
other became stuck in the Rio
Grande and was burned by heavily
armed men in military clothing who
crossed the boarder to rescue smug-
glers.

The Mexican Consulate in El Paso
has said before that governmental
policy prohibits armed Mexican sol-
diers to operate less than three miles
from the U.S. border.

According to the U.S. Border Pa-
trol, Mexican authorities said Tues-
day night after the latest incident
that the three men were Mexican
soldiers. However, the next day, the
Mexican Consulate changed its story
saying the armed men were State
Police investigating last week’s
smuggling incident. The men were
to remain in the area for several
more days, the Consulate reported.

Local law officers said Texas Gov-
ernor Rick Perry intended to release
almost $4 million more in funding for
border security assistance through
Operation Linebacker.

Will they wait until the proverbial
drought has dried up the river before ru-
minating about building a dam?

Four years!

We have a wishy-washy Commander
in Chief, who snubbed a recent hearing
regarding this matter, not showing up
(what else is new?) and Sen. Cornyn now
proclaims the Republican Party has
failed to get things done. He is calling
some recently seized mercenary weap-
ons in a state he pretends to represent
“a stark reminder of the vulnerability
created by the federal government’s fail-
ure to secure our borders.”

Mr. Cornyn, are you powerless in the
federal government?

He is correct when he says, “Texans
are rightly concerned by the state of our
borders, and the potential means for a
terrorist to exploit that vulnerability.”

Mr. Cornyn, Texans have been com-
plaining loudly since 9/11.

We’re glad someone finally told you
about it.

Actually, Mr. Cornyn introduced the
Comprehensive Enforcement and Immi-
gration Reform Act, S. 1438, last summer,
intended to answer all the ills in Border-
land. But according to his office, if some-
thing like this is passed, it will take years
for appropriations to accumulate to
gradually build it, and costs are un-
known. The Act is pending Senate scru-
tiny on March 27, and, in the meantime,
the Senator has scheduled a hearing on
March 1 to address border violence, to
show he finally gets the message.

There have actually been several
plans bantered around Washington, in-
cluding one whereby Sen. Hutchison
wants to give state and local officials
authority to arrest, detain, and prosecute
illegal aliens, as well as create a volun-
teer border marshall program.

In other words, she’s for adding to the
workload of local officials and bringing
in a bunch of vigilantes to shoot and ask
questions later.

Ms. Hutchison is a lady who can hide
her own Easter eggs.

Several dynamics are at work relating
to the problem.

First, you have 11 million immigrants
in this country illegally, many of whom
have worked here for years and have
U.S.-born children. According to the
Center for Immigration Studies, the un-
documented population is growing faster
than immigrants with legal status.

Birth rates are another consideration.
In 2002, for instance, about 280,000 chil-
dren were born to undocumented moth-
ers (nearly 10 percent of all births in the
U.S).

Then there is the problem with not
enough ag workers. A mass deportation
would cripple crop production in several
states.

President Bush wants to allow illegal
immigrants already here to sign up as
guest workers, but they would have to
pay a stiff fine before being given a three-
year visa, with a possibility of renewal
for another three years. After that, they
would have to return to their home coun-
tries for at least a year before reapply-
ing for entry into the United States.

Practically speaking, it won’t work.

Put yourself in an immigrant’s shoes.
Pay a big fine? Disrupt your new roots,
your family, especially if over time it falls
Into mixed immigration status, leave
your trusted employer, and be banished
to Mexico for a year? Go back to what,
after all that time?

Mexicans aren’t stupid.

A better plan (S 1033/HR 2330) has
been hatched by two unlikely Senate
comrades, Sens. John McCain (R-Ariz.)
and Ted Kennedy (D-Mass), who have
drafted a bipartisan guest worker pro-
gram that allows undocumented immi-
grants in the U.S. to enroll in a temporary
work program after paying fines and pen-
alties for entering the country illegally.

Their approach is more comprehen-
sive in that it provides for better border
control and better treatment of immi-
grants.

To quote Sen. Kennedy, “We’ve tried
enforcement alone and it has failed. In
the past 10 years, the government has
spent more than $20 billion, tripled the
number of Border Patrol agents, built
fences and adopted other border enforce-
ment laws.

“Yet none of our efforts have ever been
adequate to halt illegal immigration, for
the simple reason that vast numbers of
American companies have made a prac-
tice of hiring illegal workers to reduce
costs and bolster profits.

“In fact, according to recent studies,
our border enforcement strategies have
backfired. In 2002, we spent $1,700 to
make each arrest, compared with $300 in
1992. The probability of being caught fell
from 20 percent or higher in the mid-
1990s to 5 percent in 2002. We’re catch-
ing fewer people, and it’s costing more.

“Arizona Sen. John McCain and I have
a common-sense plan called the Secure
America Act.

“This bill combines tough, targeted
enforcement with adequate legal chan-
nels and proper screening for workers
and family members crossing the border.
It offers a genuine alternative, not an
amnesty, not a free pass, not an auto-
matic pardon.

“We offer sensible plans to encourage
unauthorized workers to come forward
to receive work permits and earn legal
status. They will pay a substantial fine
and go through rigorous security and
criminal background checks.

“Those who want permanent legal sta-
tus must pay all of their back taxes, learn
English, maintain a strong work record,
stay out of trouble, and wait their turn.

“Because of its sensible approach it
has earned the support of business and
labor as well as Republicans and Demo-
crats.

“One of the mistakes of the past is to
assume that we can control illegal im-
migration on our own. Our plan holds
other countries accountable by requir-
ing migration agreements with the
United States, by encouraging eco-
nomic development in those countries,
and by partnering with Mexico on
health care access so our nation is not
unfairly affected with the costs of ad-
ministering health care to Mexican na-
tionals.

“America will do its part. Now we ex-
pect Mexico and others to do theirs, too.

“The American people don’t want
open borders, but they don’t want
closed borders either. They want smart
borders.

“These reforms will not only make us
safer, but they will also eliminate the
culture of illegality in our economy that

undermines wages and working condi-
tions for all workers, including Ameri-
cans.

“This is the best opportunity for
change that we’ve had in years. We are
a country of immigrants, and we will
always be, and our laws must be true
to that proud heritage.

“By enacting meaningful, compre-
hensive immigration reform we will
prove that we can be both a nation of
immigrants and a nation of laws.”

The Secure America Act would cre-
ate a system for information sharing
among international, federal, state, and
local law enforcement agencies. Not
only would the McCain-Kennedy law
add another level of protection by cre-
ating a Border Security Committee to
advise the U.S. Department of Home-
land Security regarding border security,
the Secretary of State would create a
framework for open communication
and coordination among the U.S.,
Mexico, and Canada.

We agree. It is a sensible plan, since
it extends to undocumented workers
the opportunity to earn their way to le-
gal status by becoming taxpayers. This
includes learning the English language,
and becoming committed to American
ideals. Their visas would be valid for
three years and the door would be open
to providing permanent residency and
citizenship.

National security procedures would
be inclusive, involving background
scrutiny and other tests to assure bet-
ter control of the flow of individuals be-
tween countries.

Sen. Cornyn’s press release notes
that, according to the Border Patrol,
“since October 1, 2005, there have been
a total of 191 incidents of assaults on
their officers. There have been 19
shootings or assaults with weapons, 92
rockings, 47 physical assaults, and 15
vehicle assaults.”

These are terrorist attacks on our
country, right here in Texas.

But when it comes to border security,
we aren’t alone. There are growing se-
curity issues on the beaches of the West
Coast that are being ignored, with ship
cargoes going unchecked. Border prob-
lems are not only on landlocked connec-
tions, but extend to our oceans.

It’s time to shore up all of our bor-
ders, something that certainly should
have been done immediately in the
wake of 9/11.

There is no excuse for the delay.

And now, we are in the 11th hour.

Budget Cuts Yet Another Attack
On Poor, Elderly, Students

A new Civil War is brewing in the
United States.

When the House elitists voted to bleed
basic entitlement programs that benefit
the elderly, the poor, and college stu-
dents, they set in motion a series of set-
backs that will move the United States
closer to third-world status.

The vote was 216-214, with 13 Republi-
cans, 200 Democrats, and one Indepen-
dent voting against the measure, but it
was not enough to put a halt to the in-
sanity of the lock-step neo-conservative
branch of the Republican Party.

The House vote came hours after
President Bush told the nation he wanted
tax cuts for the wealthy, such as oil
barrons, to be made permanent.

On the chopping block were entitle-
ment programs such as Medicaid, child
support, and student lending — plus oth-
ers that provide a safety net for Middle
Americans.

Now, the disabled elderly on Medicaid
will have to fend more for themselves,
students will find that college is no longer
an option, and initiatives to demand child
support by wayward fathers will be cur-
tailed.

According to the Congressional Bud-
get Office, the Medicaid changes will im-
pose new costs on 13 million poor
recipients and terminate coverage for
65,000 Medicaid enrollees (20 percent of

the program’s recipients), not to mention
forcing the states to pay for child support
enforcement, which is simply moving
taxes from one governmental entity to
another, if the states bite.

At the same time, the feds are consid-
ering $70 billion in proposed Republican
tax cuts, mainly for the wealthy.

“You don’t have to be much beyond
sixth grade to know that’s going to add
to your deficits,” said Rep. Steny Hoyer
(D-Md.), when comparing the $70 billion
in proposed cuts to the $39 billion re-
moved from programs helping the poor.

This move by Congress, at the behest
of President Bush, will increase the di-
vide between the rich and the poor while
at the same time promoting a vanishing
middle class. The neo-conservative fas-
cist mantra proclaims that the rich are
“good” while the poor are “evil,” and fi-
nancial segregation is a means to an end.

The United States is in one of the worst
financial situations it has ever faced, with
runaway spending abroad, companies
such as Exxon gouging the crap out of
Americans (which the White House sup-
ports), and our own Congress stomping
on its poorest citizens.

Americans must act soon to replace
politicians who have oil and blood on their
hands, or face hardships reminiscent of
the Great Depression.

Texas’ middle class is like sheetrock:
Made to get screwed to the wall.

Texas has about 9 million jobs out of a
population of 22.5 million, and has median
cash income of $26,757, or $12.86 per hour.

Half of Texans earn more; half less.

Not too bad, until you dig into the num-
bers from Texas Department of Human
Resources (the Unemployment Office).

Half the workers in the Lone Star State
earn between $17,000 ($8.45 an hour) and
$43,000 ($20.86 per.)

Entry level wages are $15,335, or 7.37
percent.

Eyes glazing over yet?

Ok, about 2.6 percent of the state’s
population, mostly women and minori-
ties, make minimum wage, $5.15 an hour.

So, of the half of the state’s workers
making less than $26K, more than half
are making more than $10,000 less.

That is, at or near an entry level salary.

On the other end of the spectrum, how-
ever, .3 percent, or about 33,450 Texans
are executives with an entry level aver-
age of about $70,895 to an “experienced”
salary average of $179,608.

Now, there are about 105,501 entry level
and 778,050 experienced middle manage-
ment jobs, about nine percent of the
workforce, who earn an average of
$39,745 for entry level to $105,501 for ex-
perience.

Now, consider that the per capita in-
come for the above-mentioned 22.5 mil-
lion is around $30,000, or higher than the
median income, here’s what you get:

Somewhere around 70 percent of work-
ing Texans are making less than the per
capita income.

Another eight to 10 percent is getting
paychecks somewhere north of the 50
percent median limit of $43,384, but still
holding the biggest salary average down
to less than $179,608.

And that’s only .3 percent of the population.

That leaves a huge hole in the space-
time continuum that boosts the per capita
income for 22 million people by $4,000 peryear.

In other words, the vast majority of rich
people in Texas don’t work.

They are worthless.

CAMPO, cities and legislators were told
that if they did not approve the Central
Texas Toll Plan, the deadline would be
reached that would divert available fi-
nancing to other areas that approve the
plan. These are all bogus statements
because there is no study that proves
them.

Will somebody pinch me, please? 1
think I’'ve died and gone to dystopia. As I
write this one day after this year’s State
of the Union speech, I find myself having
a difficult time wrapping my mind around
the full gravity of what just happened.

Around 8:15 p.m., Cindy Sheehan was
walking into the House Gallery and tak-
ing a seat. She was attending the State
of the Union speech as the guest of Con-
gresswoman Lynn Woolsey of California.
She had been identified at security check-
points and allowed to enter. She was not
trying to disturb the event.

At 8:30 p.m., Sheehan unzipped her
jacket, revealing her t-shirt. The very
guard who helped her to her seat spot-
ted the shirt and yelled, “Protestor!” The
clothing in question read “2,245 Dead.
How many more?” She was not asked to
cover her shirt or zip up her jacket. No-
body said a word. An officer named Mike
Weight grabbed Sheehan by the wrists
and literally dragged her out of the room
and up a flight of stairs. He gave little
merit to the fact that he had physically
hurt her in the process.

”Well, you were protesting!” he as-
serted, as though it were some sort of
justification. “I did not wear it to be dis-
ruptive,” she contended. In reality, if she
really wanted to ruffle the president’s
feathers, she would have unzipped the
jacket during the speech, with the eyes
of the media upon her. She did not.

As our entire House of Representa-
tives, Senate and Supreme Court
watched, the mother of a boy Kkilled in
Iraq was hauled out of their hall of power;
shamed and wondering what crime she
had committed. For once, she was not
participating in any knowing contraven-
tion of the law. She came to observe the
president’s speech as a guest of a Demo-
cratic Congresswoman; not to use it as
another stop in her campaign of civil dis-
obedience.

Just moments before his most impor-
tant speech this year, Bush’s political
opponent was arrested and charged with
“unlawful conduct,” a misdemeanor that
carries a penalty of one year.

In 1971, the former Supreme Court
ruled that a man who was arrested for
wearing a shirt that read “F*** the
Draft” was within his rights. The case
was Cohen vs. The State of California,
and Mr. Cohen won. How short a time
after the court’s makeup changed that
our government once again encroached
upon the rights of its citizens.

Pardon me for saying so, but that ar-
rest sets the tone for the remainder of

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Cousin Champions Stephen F. Austin’s Cau

Mary Austin Holley landed at
Galveston on Feb. 5, 1843, on her fifth and
final visit to her dead cousin’s former
colony.

When Stephen F. Austin was 11 years
old, his father Moses sent him back east
to stay with relatives the boy barely knew.
From 1804 until 1807, the future “Father
of Texas” studied at an academy in New
Haven, Conn., and got acquainted with
his kinfolks.

One of many cousins was Mary Austin
Holley, daughter of Moses’ brother. At
that point in their lives, Stephen and
Mary had very little in common. She was
five or nine years older — historians can-
not agree on her birthday — and already
married to a man of the cloth who would
be her husband for the next two decades.

When the time came for higher educa-
tion, Stephen passed up prestigious Yale
for Transylvania University in Lexington,
Ky. Mary must have thought her cousin
a fool for turning his back on the home-
town college she would have given her
eyeteeth to attend. She had the brains
but the wrong gender for Yale, which did
not admit women until 1969.

After nine happy years in Boston,
where Mary would have gladly spent the
rest of her life, husband Horace was
elected president of cousin Stephen’s
alma mater. Mary reluctantly moved to
Kentucky, but religious differences with
the trustees of the university ultimately
culminated in Horace’s resignation.

On a ship voyage from New Orleans to
New York in 1827, husband and wife both
came down with yellow fever. Mary sur-
vived the scourge, but Horace suc-
cumbed and his body was dumped
overboard, euphemistically known as
burial at sea.

A middle-aged widow with a young son
to support, Mary went back to Louisiana
to look for work. She found it as a gov-
erness on a plantation not far from New
Orleans.

For several years, Mary had closely
followed the progress of Stephen F. Aus-
tin as he seemed almost singlehandedly
to open Mexican Texas to Anglo-Ameri-
can settlement. A prolific letter-writer,
she corresponded regularly with her

cousin and her brother Henry, also a resi-
dent of Texas, both of whom urged her
to see the “promised land” for herself.

In October 1831, Mary did just that,
sailing from New Orleans to the mouth
of the Brazos River and then upstream
to Brazoria. A second ship brought
Henry’s wife and six children, ranging in
age from four to 16, 10 days later. It was
a tight fit in the log cabin, but Mary did
not mind so long as the person she most
wanted to see did not disappoint her.

Stephen kept his promise even though
he had to crawl out of a sickbed and ride
60 miles on horseback through a blue
norther. The rare family reunion was rea-
son enough, but Mary’s desire to write a
book about Texas made the difficult trip
mandatory.

The normally close-mouthed
empressario found it surprisingly easy to
talk to his cousin. Long into the night,
Stephen poured out his heart to Mary
telling her things no one had ever heard
before nor ever would again.

The accomplished author turned their
rambling conversations into coherent
prose. In 10 days she had the manuscript
for “Texas: Observations, Historical,
Geographical, and Descriptive, in a Se-
ries of Letters Written during a Visit to
Austin’s Colony, with a View to a Perma-
nent Settlement in That Country in the
Autumn of 1831.”

The title was a mouthful, but the book,
published in 1833, was just what Austin
needed. Mary’s glowing description of his
frontier paradise was directly respon-
sible for the immigration of hundreds if
not thousands of Americans and Euro-
peans to Texas.

But, according to Mary’s biographers,
something else also happened at Henry
Austin’s place in 1831. Two lonely people
overcame the daunting difference in
their ages and the uncomfortably close
proximity of their branches on the same
family tree and fell in love. “They deter-
mined,” claimed one chronicler, “that
they would marry when Austin had
settled affairs between his Texas colony
and Mexico.”

But that was not what fate had in store
for the alleged lovebirds.

This Week
In Texas
History

A family crisis delayed Mary’s return
trip for three and a half years. Following
the sudden death of her sister-in-law,
brother Henry begged her to take three
of his children. She could not say no and
generously made a home for them in Lex-
ington.

The star-crossed cousins met for the
last time on March 12, 1836, six days af-
ter the fall of the Alamo. Stephen stopped
for two days in Lexington on his five-
month canvass of the United States for
money and volunteers for the Texas
Revolution.

When not drumming up support for the

heroic struggle, Mary put the finishing
touches on “Texas,” the first English-lan-
guage history of the soon-to-be sovereign
land. Published in November 1836, it sold
like hot cakes.

Stephen never got a chance to read the
best-seller. Exhausted by his travels and
a lingering bout with malaria, he caught
pneumonia and died on Dec. 27, 1936. Her
romantic biographer observed sadly,
“Once again Mary lost the man she
loved.”

Mary Austin Holley visited Texas on
three more occasions but never made the
Lone Star Republic her permanent
home. She was living in New Orleans and
working on a biography of cousin
Stephen, when yellow fever ended her life
in August 1846.

District 17 Counties Eligible for U.S. Small
Business Administration Disaster Assistance

WASHINGTON — U.S. Representative
Chet Edwards announced today that the
U.S. Small Business Administration
(SBA) will make available low interest di-
saster loans for small, non-farm busi-
nesses in Bosque, Hill, Limestone,
McLennan, and Robertson counties in
district 17. Edwards requested in Janu-
ary that these loans be made available
after Texas was declared a natural disas-
ter area due to damage caused by wild-
fires and drought.

Small businesses may qualify for Eco-
nomic Injury Disaster Loans (EIDLs) of
up to $1.5 million to help meet financial
obligations and operating expenses which
could have been met had the disaster not
occurred.

“Eligibility for these loans is based on
financial impact of the disaster only and
not on any actual property damage. These
loans have an interest rate of 4%, a maxi-
mum term of 30 years, and are restricted
to small businesses without the financial
ability to offset the adverse impact with-
out hardship,” said Alfred E. Judd, Direc-
tor of SBA’s Field Operations Center-West.

Small business owners in Bosque and
Hill counties suffering from drought con-
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ditions since March 1, 2005 and those in
Limestone, McLennan, and Robertson
counties suffering from the conditions
from Feb. 1, 2005 through Oct. 21, 2005 are
eligible for EIDLs. Small business own-
ers in Brazos, Grimes, Hood, Johnson,
Madison, and Somervell counties suffer-
ing since April 1, 2005 may apply for
EIDLs. The deadline to apply is Aug. 21.

for the hearing impaired. Information is

Residents with businesses primarily
engaged in farming or ranching are ineli-
gible for SBA disaster assistance but may
apply for low interest loans from the
United States Department of Agriculture
(USDA) through their local Farm Services
Agency (FSA).

“When a community is hit hard by natu-
ral disaster, the federal and state govern-
ment should work together in lending a
helping hand to those who need it and
President Bush, Governor Perry, and all
federal and local agencies involved deserve
our thanks for acting quickly to respond to
the needs of Texans,” said Edwards.

$11.9 Billion Cut In Student
Aid Harms America’s Future

WASHINGTON, DC — U.S. Representative Chet Edwards, a member of the House
Budget and Appropriations Committees, today strongly opposed passage of the Bud-
get reconciliation bill, which cuts $11.9 billion in funding to federal student loan pro-

grams. Specifically, the bill includes higher fees on students,
higher interest rates on parent loans, elimination of manda-
tory spending to administer higher education programs, and
cuts in lender subsidies.

“I salute President Bush for saying in his State of the
Union speech that education is the key to American com-
petitiveness. Unfortunately, this action by the House lead-
ership moves the country backwards by cutting $11.9
billion in student loan programs over the next five years,
the largest student aid cut in our nation’s history. It could
not come at a worse time,” said Edwards.

He continued, “Hard-working families are already fac-
ing fast rising costs for tuition, college textbooks, gaso-
line, and home utility bills. Last year the United States
had the largest international trade deficit in history—over
$700 billion—and we are competing with China, Japan, In-
dia and other countries for good-paying jobs. Thus, the
Congressional leadership’s plan will hurt both working
families and our nation’s future economic competitive-
ness.”

According to the nonprofit College Board, average tu-
ition and fees at public universities have surged 40% over
the last five years. The median family income has crept
up just 16% over that period. Early this year, the U.S. De-
partment of Education changed its eligibility formula for
Pell Grants, an assistance program for low-income stu-
dents. That eliminated aid to more than 80,000 students
and reduced awards to about 1.5 million others.

“The $11.9 billion student aid cuts won’t reduce the defi-
cit. Instead, they are being pushed so the Congressional
leadership can pass a few weeks from now an extension
of recent temporary dividend cuts that give a $220,000 an-
nual tax break to those making $1 million a year in divi-
dend income,” said Edwards. “This bill flunks the test of
fairness and vision, and I believe the House leadership is
out of touch with the values and priorities of American
families, Democrats, Republicans, and Independents
alike.”
